CCC Mission Trip
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As I look over the calendar for our upcoming month I see the usual suspects - worship services, Bible studies, meetings, youth events,
outreach projects and the such. Then my eyes fall on things that seem, well, somewhat different and the word is familiar but is still
strange to both my eyes and my understanding. That word is "lent." What is it doing there and what does it mean? We all know
that just before lent is Mardi Gras in New Orleans and in other cities around the world. 1t is also called Fat Tuesday. All I know is
it iswild and people "cut loose" just before Lent. But why? According to Wikipedia this is the definition and understanding of Lent;

In the Christian tradition,Lent is the period of thditurgical year from Ash Wednesdato Easter.
The traditional purpose of Lent is the preparation of the believer

through prayer, repentance almsgivingand seltdenial z for the annual commemoration

during Holy Weelof the Death and Resurrection of Jesus, which recalls the events linked to
the Passion of Chrisind culminates in Easter, the celebration of tResurrection of Jesus Christ.
According to theSynoptic gospelef Matthew, Mark and Luke, Jesus spent forty days fasting in the
desert before the beginning of hmublic ministry, where heendured temptationby Satan.Thus,
Lent is described as being forty days long, though differé@hominationscalculate the forty days
differently.

This practice is common to much Ghristendom, being celebrated by Catholics, Lutherans,
Methodists, Presbyterians, Anglicanad some Baptistd.ent is increasingly being observed by
other denominations as well, even such groups that have historically ignored Lent, such as
someBaptistsand Mennonites.

Many times peaple engage Lent by giving something up. I have heard people giving up coffee, chocolate, wine, beer, candy, etc. Yet
what I get from the above article is that it is a time of preparation! So if this is a time of preparation of both heart and body for the
act of engagement in ministry to those around us - I have to ask myself and 1 guess you as well, "how are we (1) preparing ourselves
to engage with and reach through compassion those who I come into contact with? I once went to an Ash Wednesday service (starts
the 40 days of Lent) and we have burned the palms from last years Palm Sunday service and then mixed the ashes with oil and
marked our foreheads with the oil and ash. It was a reminder to me that celebration comes to an end, and that I bear the mark of
celebrating Christ on my body as well as in my heart. That I am called to carry the mark of Christ with quiet determination to those
around me. So that they will see that Christ has marked my life and all can see Him on me. So in this time of Lent, I ask you not
only to give something up for God, but to also please take something up for Christ. Take the time to listen to your family and friends
- listen not just to their words but to their hearts. Listen and care for those around you so that in some small way they may see the
stain of Christ on your life! Blessings and see you soon.
